


Proposal for amendments to the 00 and 01 series of amendments of UN Regulation No. 157
The text reproduced below was prepared by an expert from Germany and aims to reinstate the obligation for a granting Type-Approval Authority to inform each other Contracting Party (resp. Type-Approval Authority) before issuing the Type-Approval for which the manufacturer has expressed the intention to introduce ALKS in that country (according to Annex 1–Appendix 2).
The modifications to current text are marked in bold for new characters and strikethrough for deleted characters.

This document is intended to supersede the document GRVA-23-04 which has been presented at the 23rd session of GRVA in September 2025 and is based on the agreed provisions regarding chapter 3 and 4 of the regulatory draft of the new UN Regulation on ADS.
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I. Proposal for a supplement to the original version and the 01 series of amendments of UN Regulation No. 157
		3.		Application for approval
3.1.	The application for approval of a vehicle type with regard to the ALKS shall be submitted by the vehicle manufacturer or by the manufacturer’s authorized representative.
Insert new paragraph 3.1.1., to read:
3.1.1.		Prior to application for approval, and as early as reasonably practicable, the manufacturer or their duly accredited representative shall provide the following information to the approval authorities[X] of all the Contracting Parties in whose territory the ALKS can be active (‘receiving approval authorities’).Y
(a)	A single point of contact for the receiving approval authorities to request information from the manufacturer,
(b)	The expected granting approval authority and the designated technical service being used by the manufacturer, if already selected, and
(c)	Brief details of the ALKS and its ODD; this information shall be treated as confidential by the receiving approval authority.

[Y]	These provisions shall be kept under periodic review by GRVA for amendment as necessary to support effective implementation of this UN Regulation.

Insert new paragraph 3.1.2., to read:
3.1.2.	In the case that the territory of an additional Contracting Party is added as part of an application for extension of a type approval, the requirements of paragraph 3.1.1 shall apply mutatis mutandis with respect to that Contracting Party and its approval authority.
3.2.	It shall be accompanied by the documents mentioned below in triplicate:
3.2.1.	A description of the vehicle type with regard to the items mentioned in paragraph 2.1.1., together with a documentation package as required in Annex 1 which gives access to the basic design of the ALKS and the means by which it is linked to other vehicle systems or by which it directly controls output variables. The numbers and/or symbols identifying the vehicle type shall be specified.
Insert new paragraph 3.2.2., to read:
3.2.2.		In the case of ALKS that can be active in the territory of Contracting Parties other than the Contracting Party issuing the approval, the manufacturer shall provide to the granting approval authority the following information for each territory:
(a)	Summary of how freedom from unreasonable risk has been defined, including details of specificities for the respective territory (if any),
(b)	Summary of how the safety level of a competent and careful human driver has been determined, including details of specificities for the respective territory (if any),
(c)	Summary of how applicable traffic rules have been identified, interpreted, and assessed,
(d)	Summary of specific testing carried out regarding the territory,
(e)	A single point of contact for the receiving approval authorities to request information from the manufacturer, and
(f)	Details of the authorities identified for fulfilling the obligation to provide post-deployment notifications and reports to the ‘relevant authority’.
3.3.	A vehicle representative of the vehicle type to be approved shall be submitted to the Technical Service conducting the approval tests.
		4.		Approval
4.1.	If the vehicle type submitted for approval pursuant to this Regulation meets the requirements of paragraph 5 to 9 below, approval of that vehicle shall be granted.
4.2.	An approval number shall be assigned to each type approved; its first two digits (at present 00 corresponding to the 00 series of amendments, its original version) shall indicate the series of amendments incorporating the most recent major technical amendments made to the Regulation at the time of issue of the approval. The same Contracting Party shall not assign the same number to another vehicle type.
4.3.	Notice of approval or of refusal or withdrawal of approval pursuant to this Regulation shall be communicated to the Parties to the Agreement which apply this Regulation by means of a form conforming to the model in Annex 1 and documentation supplied by the applicant being in a format not exceeding A4 (210 x 297 mm), or folded to that format, and on an appropriate scale or electronic format.
4.4.	There shall be affixed, conspicuously and in a readily accessible place specified on the approval form, to every vehicle conforming to a vehicle type approved under this Regulation, an international approval mark conforming to the model described in Annex 2, consisting of:
4.4.1.	A circle surrounding the letter "E" followed by the distinguishing number of the country which has granted approval;[footnoteRef:1] [1: 		The distinguishing numbers of the Contracting Parties to the 1958 Agreement are reproduced in Annex 3 to the Consolidated Resolution on the Construction of Vehicles (R.E.3), document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/78/Rev.7 -

4.4.2.	The number of this Regulation, followed by the letter "R", a dash and the approval number to the right of the circle prescribed in paragraph 4.4.1. above.
4.5.	If the vehicle conforms to a vehicle type approved under one or more other Regulations, annexed to the Agreement, in the country which has granted approval under this Regulation, the symbol prescribed in paragraph 4.4.1. above need not be repeated; in such a case, the Regulation and approval numbers and the additional symbols shall be placed in vertical columns to the right of the symbol prescribed in paragraph 4.4.1. above.
Insert new paragraph 4.6., to read:
4.6.	Approvals covering ALKS that can be active in the territory of a Contracting Party other than the Contracting Party issuing the approval[Y]
Insert new paragraph 4.6.1., to read:
4.6.1.	Before granting an approval according to this UN Regulation, the granting approval authority shall inform the approval authorities2F[X] of the respective Contracting Parties in whose territory ALKS can be active. The following information shall be provided by the granting approval authority to each receiving approval authority as soon as the granting approval authority has all necessary information from the manufacturer but at the latest 30 days prior to granting the approval:
(a)	The information described in paragraphs 3.2.2. (a) to (e) above.
(b)	Details of requirements where a significant interpretation has been made (if any)
This information shall be considered as confidential by the receiving approval authority.
Insert new paragraph 4.6.2., to read:
4.6.2.	Following a review of the documentation described in paragraph 4.6.1, the receiving approval authority may provide comments to the granting approval authority on the interpretation or application of this UN Regulation with respect to their territory. Comments shall be provided within 30 days of receipt of the documentation described in paragraph 4.6.1. In case of dispute, a detailed justification shall be provided by the receiving approval authority making the comments to the granting approval authority.
Insert new paragraph 4.6.3., to read:
4.6.3.	Having taken account of any comments, the granting approval authority shall grant the approval with the respective Contracting Party(ies) included in the list in the Appendix to Annex 1.
Insert new paragraph 4.6.4., to read:
4.6.4.	If it is not possible for the granting approval authority to take into account the comments received or in case of any dispute between Contracting Parties this shall be settled in accordance with Article 10 and Schedule 6 of the 1958 Agreement.
Insert new paragraph 4.6.5., to read:
4.6.5.	The granting approval authority remains responsible for all decisions regarding the granting of an approval under this Regulation.
Insert new paragraph 4.6.6., to read:
4.6.6.	In the case that the territory of an additional Contracting Party is added as part of the extension of a type approval, the requirements of paragraphs 4.6.1. and 4.6.2. shall apply mutatis mutandis with respect to that Contracting Party and its approval authority. 
4.7.	The approval mark shall be clearly legible and be indelible.
		4.8.		The approval mark shall be placed close to or on the vehicle data plate.








	II.	Justification 

1.	The original version of UN Regulation No. 157 contained in Annex 4 Paragraph 6 the
obligation for a granting Type-Approval to inform all other Type-Approval Authorities for
which the manufacture has declared to comply with the local traffic rules as per Annex 1 –
Appendix 2. This requirement has been deleted by the first supplement to the original version
of UN Regulation No. 157.

2.	The intention of this requirement was to make the relevant Contracting Parties
(respectively Type-Approval Authorities) aware of an upcoming market introduction of the
system within their jurisdiction and to provide the possibility to obtain further information
from the granting Type-Approval Authority and/or the manufacturer.

3.	As per discussions between Contracting Parties it turns out that getting knowledge of
such activities respect. roll-out plans of manufacturers as early as possible is of high interest.

4.	On the 23rd session of GRVA it was agreed upon to wait for the final outcome from the discussions in the IWG on ADS with regard to the provisions around mutual recognition. As the requirements have been finalized the intend is to take over those requirements and make them applicable for the UN Regulation No. 157 to both the original version and the 01 series of amendments of the UN Regulation No. 157 to ensure a smooth Type-Approval process and market introduction of ALKS.
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
