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Paragraph 4.5 of Annex 15., amend to read:  

“4.5. Type II test (downhill behaviour test): 

4.5.1. This test is required only if, on the vehicle-type in question, the friction brakes 

are used for the Type-II test as required by Annex 4 paragraph 1.6 (i.e. with a 

six per cent slope) or 1.8.2.5 (b) (i.e. with a seven per cent slope). 

4.5.2. Brake linings for power-driven vehicles of Category M3 (except for those 

vehicles required to undergo a Type-IIA test according to paragraph 1.6.4. of 

Annex 4 to this Regulation) and Category N3, and trailers of Category O4 shall 

be tested according to the procedure set out in paragraph 1.6.1. of Annex 4 to 

this Regulation. 

Brake linings for power-driven vehicles of Category M3 and Category N3 

required to undergo a Type-IIA test according to paragraph 1.6.4. of Annex 4 

to this Regulation and only complying with this requirement by application of 

provisions of paragraph 1.8.2.5 of Annex 4 to this Regulation, shall be tested 

according to the procedure set out in paragraph 1.8.2.5 (b) of Annex 4 to this 

Regulation.” 
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
