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		Proposal for amendments to UN Regulation No. 134 (Hydrogen and fuel cell vehicles) to include requirements on periodic technical inspections
	I.	Introduction and justification
1.	During the 77th session of Working Party on Passive Safety (GRSP), France suggested including requirements on Periodic Technical Inspections (PTI) which are already present in UN Regulation No. 110 into UN Regulation No. 134 (informal document GRSP-77-31).
2.	During the discussions within the Task force on Hydrogen Regulations (TF-H2), the experts suggested to include requirements to be fulfilled by the CHSS manufacturer. TF-H2 has worked on incorporating requirements on the periodic technical inspection for hydrogen vehicles. 
3.	The task force identified two options for the application to UN Regulation No. 134:
(a)	Implementing as supplements to the 02 and the 03 series of amendments to the Regulation would allow the application of the requirements to vehicles newly registered, type-approved to either series.
(b)	Implementing with a new 04 series of amendments, the requirements would only apply to vehicles type-approved according to the new series to the Regulation.
4.	With this document TF-H2 is seeking guidance from GRSP on how to approach the inclusion of PTI requirements into UN Regulation no. 134.

	A.	Option 1: Proposal for supplement 4 to the 02 series of amendments and supplement 1 to the 03 series of amendments to UN Regulation No. 134 (Hydrogen and fuel cell vehicles)

[bookmark: _Hlk183509831]13.5.1.	As from the official date of entry into force of the 04 series of amendments, no Contracting Party applying this UN Regulation shall refuse to grant or refuse to accept UN type approvals under this UN Regulation as amended by the 04 series of amendments.
13.5.2.	As from [1 September 20xx], Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall not be obliged to accept type approvals to any of the preceding series of amendments, first issued after [1 September 20xx].

Until [1 September 20xx], Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall accept type approvals to any of the preceding series of amendments, first issued before [1 September 20xx], provided the transitional provisions in these respective preceding series of amendments foresee this possibility.
13.5.4. 	As from [1 September 20xx], Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall not be obliged to accept type approvals issued to any of the preceding series of amendments to this Regulation.
13.5.5. 	Notwithstanding paragraph 13.5.4., Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall also continue to accept type approvals issued according to any of the preceding series of amendments to this Regulation, for the vehicles or vehicle systems which are not affected by the changes introduced by the 04 series of amendments, provided the transitional provisions in these respective preceding series of amendments foresee this possibility.”]
